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DE-RESERVING OBC, SC, ST POSTS IN HEIs
UNCONSTITUTIONAL AND AGAINST
SOCIAL JUSTICE

The ‘Guidelines for Implementation of Reservation Policy of the
Government of India in Higher Education Institutes (HEIs)’ was released
in the public domain on December 27, 2023 by University Grants
Commission (UGC) for feedback. The last date for providing public
opinion was 28.1.2024.

The draft guidelines stated that if enough reserved candidates are
not available from Other Backward Class (OBC), Scheduled Caste
(SC), Scheduled Tribe (ST), and candidates in Higher Education
Institutes (HEIs), the vacancies can be de-reserved and can be
transferred to General Category.

The guidelines would apply to all the Central Universities, deemed-
to-be-Universities, and other Autonomous bodies/institutions under
the central government or those receiving grants-in-aid from the UGC,
central government, or consolidated fund of India. These rules would
apply to promotion policies for SC and ST candidates too.

There is a general ban on the de-reservation of reserved vacancies in
case of direct recruitment and the Union Government (UGC) plans to
take away this protection clause and transfer the posts to the Upper
Castes.

Already the faculty positions and non-teaching staff in Central
Universities, [ITs, and [IMs are dominated by the upper castes. The
recent data provided by the Union Government in Parliament state that,
in 45 Central Universities, out of 1341 Professors, the Upper castes are
dominating 1146 posts (85.5%), OBC - 60 posts (4.5%), SC - 96 (7%)
and ST - 22 posts (2%) thus, together constitute 13.5%.

Not only in Central Universities, in other Higher Educational Institutions
like IIT, IIM and AIIMS also, the position is worse.

Instead of analysing the reasons for this low representation of these
reserved communities and taking suitable measures for adequate
representation of OBCs, SC, and STs, the Ministry of Education and UGC
of Union Government is resorting to further denial of representation
which is against social justice and unconstitutional.

Article 16 (4) emphasises ‘adequate representation’ of reserved groups
and hence, it is the responsibility of the Governments to ensure that the
representation of the hitherto discriminated socially and educationally
groups have adequate representation in all fields as per the provisions
of Indian Constitution.

Several associations, social organisations including AIOBC Employees
Federation protested and sent letters to Education Ministry and UGC.
In view of the severe criticism and protests from several corners, UGC,
under instructions from Ministry of Education, withdrew this statement
on de-reservation.

Women Achievers from the entire Indian Union and
honoured them by publishing their profiles briefly in
this special issue.

Ms. A. Manimekhalai, M.D. & C.E.O. of Union Bank of
India is one of the hundred Women Achievers. She has
been serving Banking Sector for more than 30 years. She
is now in a highly responsible post and position, serving
Union Bank of India as MD-CEO.

Union Bank of India has more than 8500 branches all
over the country with more than 76 thousand personnel.
In its Home-Magazine OBC Voice, February 2024 issue,
the news was published with her snap on the front
wrapper, lauding her as the role model of New Era. It
is a matter of pride and pleasure, that Ms.Manimekhalai
was born in Pudukkottai, was once a Princely Province
in Tamil Nadu.

Ms. Muthuselvi was born on 30th July, 1886, to
Thiru. Narayanasamy and Ms. Chandrammal, the proud
parents. It was this baby Muthuselvi who was later in
her life, glorified as Dr.Muthulakshmi Reddy and earned
laurels. Her education was hindered when she was 13.
In the conservative society those days, girls were denied
the right to education once they attained puberty.
Realising her thirst for education and interest in studies,
her father arranged for coaching at home.

Among the 100 students who attended the
Matriculation exams only 10 could pass. Muthulakshmi
was one of them who came out in flying colours securing
the first rank.
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Upon the recommendation of the King of Pudukkottai
she was admitted in a College for higher studies. By a
curtain, she was separated from the view of boys in the
College. She completed her studies in such a pitiable
condition and passed her Intermediate Course, scoring
first rank.

In 1907 she joined Madras Medical College and
pursued M.B. & C.M. Course, which is called M.B.B.S.
studies today. She was the first female student to study
medicine in a Medical College, not only in Tamil Nadu,
but in the whole of India.

In 1912 she successfully completed her studies
securing the firstrank and became a medical practitioner
in 1913. Her first medical service commenced at the
Government General Hospital at Egmore in Chennai. She
was appointed as a Gynaecologist and a Paediatrician.

She pursued her higher studies in Medicine at London
and emerged the first female holder of the reputable
M.D. Degree. She was also the first Indian Woman who
had studied in London.

In 1926 she was appointed as a nominated member
of the Upper Assembly House of Madras Presidency. She
was elected later as the Vice-President of the House. It
was during her life time that the Devadasi System was
abolished by enactment of law. Prostitution Abolition
Act and the Act for raising the marriage age of women
were also introduced during her period. Devadasi
Abolition Act was ratified on 02.02.1929. In his exclusive
editorial for ‘Kudi Arasu’, Thanthai Periyar commended
the enactment as a reformative move.

The First Asian Women’s Conference was held
at Lahore on 19th January, 1931. Dr. Muthulakshmi
Reddy was the first woman Medical Practitioner to have
presided over that maiden conference of Asian Women.

‘Alder - Woman' was considered in 1930s as a
highly coveted post in Chennai Metropolis. She was the
first woman who was made proud in 1937 by getting
appointed in that reputable post.

Dr. Muthulakshmi Reddy who emerged proud
recipient of all these laurels and abundant honour was
born in Pudukkottai, Tamil Nadu. It is a matter of great
delight that Ms. A. Manimekalai, M.D. & C.E.O. of Union
Bank of India, chosen as one of the top 100 Women
Achievers on All-India level, also hails from Pudukkottai
district. Dr.Muthulakshmi Reddy and Ms. A. Manimekalai
have their nativity in common. They have both made
this District immensely proud.

Pudukkottai District has been one of the
underdeveloped Backward Districts under the rule of the
Government of Tamil Nadu. If this is its condition today,
one could imagine how it might have been in the bygone
days. And yet, hailing from Pudukkottai then, a woman
born and brought up there, was able to reach a glorious
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pedestal as the first Woman Doctor in the country. She
had adorned the Upper House of the Assembly too as a
member. She had been instrumental in the enactment of
certain revolutionary and reformatory laws too, during
her life time.

Like Dr. Muthulakshmi, Ms. A. Manimekhalai of
Pudukkottai wears a coveted crown today as a great
Woman Achiever. She has made proud all the women
of our country. Undeniably, the Pudukkottai District
itself has been honoured by the proud achiever A.
Manimekhalai.

(UGC) in November 2023 have caused
shock and concern across the nation.
If these guidelines become regulations,
they will apply to all Central Universities,
Deemed-to-be-Universities, and other
Autonomous bodies/Institutions under
the control of the Government of India,
and/or receiving grants-in-aid from the
University Grants Commission (UGC)/
Government of India/Consolidated Fund of India.

It seems that the entire final draft regulation framed in
November 2023 is aimed at depriving reservations to
the SC/ST/OBC communities, and clause 10 confirms
this direction. The UGC act of 1956 was created to
coordinate standards in universities. Under section
12, the functions of the University Grants Commission
are clearly restricted to promoting and coordinating
university education, determining and maintaining
standards of teaching, examination, and research in
universities.

Under section 14, in case universities fail to comply
with the recommendations of the UGC, the UGC will
withhold the grants proposed to be made out of the
funds of the commission. Reading of the UGC act of 1956
makes it clear that the UGC framed under list I entry
66 is confined only to coordinating and determining
standards in higher education or research and scientific
and technical institutions.

Therefore, the UGC should understand that their job
under the act is only to the extent stated under section
12 and not one relating to deciding the reservation
and/or abolition of reserved posts. The entire exercise
undertaken by the UGC by way of calling for objections
to the draft notification for the implementation of the
reservation policy is without jurisdiction, illegal, and
void ab initio and motivated.

This exercise undertaken by the UGC only reflects
the mindset of the Union Government. The present

notification is a blueprint of the BJP Government at the
centre for the next five years, if elected to power.

Even though the UGC Chairman has come out with
a statement, the clarification does not provide any
assurance that the entire draft notification will be
withdrawn.

Therefore, I call upon the Hon’ble Union Minister for
Education @EduMinOflindia Hon’ble @dpradhanbjp to
bring out a complete white paper on the issue, stating
how and under what authority and at whose instance the
UGC ventured into the present exercise of undertaking
the implementation of the reservation policy in all
universities, which is, in effect, akin to wiping off the
existing reservation through back door methods and
foul means.

I also urge the UGC Chairman, M. Jagadesh Kumar, @
ugc_india to take absolute responsibility and resign for
the blunder committed by the UGC, thereby hurting the
feelings of the SC/ST/OBC communities and sending a
shocking wave across the country.

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Lack of representation

The report noted that the lack of OBC representation
is prevalent in top management and nonfaculty
positions as well. The committee observed that there
is a considerable backlog of vacancies under the OBC
category.

‘suitable OBC candidates not available’ is the standard
reply not only in AIIMS but across all Central Govt.
Departments.

The Health Ministry had said that the situation is due to
unavailability of reserved category candidates for
senior faculty positions, such as Professor, Additional
professor and Associate professor.

OBC candidates selected on merit merged
with those selected under quota to show compliance,
finds House panel

The panel (Parliamentary Committee for OBC), headed
by BJP MP Rajesh Verma, called this a “wrong
practice”, which “simply inflates the OBC candidates list
reflecting the fulfillment of implementation of requisite
quota”. This misrepresentation of data, the panel said,
was resulting in a failure to ascertain the “real picture of
percentage of OBC candidates getting appointed under
27% OBC reservation mandate.”

The committee said it had also been apprised of another
important issue — the “bypassing” of OBC reservation
by advertising only one or two vacancies at a time. The

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THOUGHTS OF PERIYAR:

A Short -

Bhagat Singh and his associates Rajguru and Sukhdev were
hanged by the British 93 years ago, on March 23, 1931 for
the Kkilling of British officer ]J.P. Saunders. Periyar’s editorial
in ‘Kudi Arasu’ in its issue on 29th March 1931, under the
caption - ‘Bhagat Singh’, revolved around his martyrdom, its
background, controversies and repercussions. The content of
that editorial is in nutshell, as follows.

Bhagat Singh who was sentenced to death by the British,
breathed his last recently. He was hanged on 23rd March.
Two of his associates were also hanged on the same day. His
death was mourned by all and the British government was
condemned by all. We find today the so called patriots and
warriors chiding Gandhi for this tragedy. It seems to me a
display of insincere grief because the same group of mourners
are found at our back acclaiming Lord Irwin who represents
the British government. The obvious hypocrisy is undeniably
irksome.

The other side of mourners

It is learnt now that the hanging of Bhagat Singh was not
prevented by Gandhi, though he could have and should have.
His pact with Irwin is shrouded in mystery but the mourning
group was found rejoicing as if it is a great victory. The death of
amartyr was being celebrated without any inhibition in several
parts of the country. Gandhi flattered Lord Irwin by calling him
‘Mahatma’ and commanded people to call him so. Irwin went
a step further and eulogised Gandhi as a paragon of virtues,
imbued with divinity. This sort of sycophancy was nauseating
indeed. All the Englishmen in the British Government were
watching the unabashed exchange of laurels, to our surprise.
This was the scenario immediately after the hanging of Bhagat
Singh.

Big Life
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Within four or five days there is a chameleon-like change of
colour in our mourning groups. I find them raising slogans
against Gandhi and the Congress, accompanied by waving of
black flags wherever he goes. There is an uproar of contempt
in almost every public meeting where he addresses.

Quite baffling

The true opinions of people in the political arena baffle us. It is
difficult to decipher what exactly their principle is. [ sometimes
wonder whether they actually have any principle in the first
place. People are behind the veil of inconsistency. Infact, we
did predict during Gandhi’s Dandi March in March, 1930, that
it was in no way beneficial to the country and its people. It was
a useless protest against the salt-law imposed by the British in
1857. We reiteratively argued that it would affect the progress
ofthe people who are already in deep distress. We also stressed
that the Dandi March could defer freedom from the British. But
our premonition fell on deaf ears. People ignored us when we
alerted them.

Our neighboring countries too felt that Gandhi had betrayed
the poor people of India. True egalitarians in those countries
expressed concern that his activities could worsen the
condition here instead of mitigating the sufferings of our
people. The well wishers of our country raised voice of protest
against Gandhi but our own people who glorify themselves
as patriots followed him, courting arrest and enduring
imprisonment. They came out of prison cells wearing invisible
crowns of victory and were lauded by simpletons. What is
baffling is, the same crowd condemning Gandhi and Congress,
after the martyrdom of Bhagat Singh. It is not clear to us what
benefit we would derive by such changes in the mob-mentality.

Big Life Vs Long Life

Most people in our country are insensitive individuals, care-
free, irresponsible, utterly selfish and reckless morons. They
crave for false prestige, without any useful outcome. It is really
better that Bhagat Singh vanished from this rotten society. Had
he lived longer, he would have been forced inevitably to keep
watching the irritating activities of our sluggish mob. He would
have spent every moment enduring the impediments caused
by our people, who would have been an unbearable pain in his
neck. Peaceful death was better for him than a shameful life
with such people. We believe he did meet with a truly tranquil
end. Infact, we are now longing for such a glorious end for
ourselves.

What is to be seen in life is whether a man accomplished his
duties and tasks or not during hislife time. The outcome, results,
benefits and consequences are all of secondary importance. To
do the right thing rightly at the right time is all that matters in
life. In our opinion, Bhagat Singh had unswerving resolve in
his ideals. Time and tide were apt for his action. He had always
been fulfilling his tasks at the right place and time. Perhaps
there were some lapses or defects in his mode of fulfillment
which led to the mix-up and made his plans misfire. But we
would never dare find fault with his policies, principles and
ideals.

Staunch and Stubborn

If Bhagat Singh had lived and died contrary to his policies and
if he had deviated from his path and plans, we would have
disregarded him and ignored his end. We acclaim him today
as a noble warrior because he was devoid of hypocrisy. He
remained staunch and stubborn in his ideals till his last breath
and hence has earned our admiration. He craved for a socialist
way of life, equality and solidarity. We would stress that India
needs all that Bhagat Singh desired for. Excerpts from his letter
to the Governor of Punjab would substantiate his noble ideals:
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“The Communist party must capture the governance by the
mandate of people and discriminations among them should
vanish. Until this happens, our war will not cease. Killing us
would not end our fight. Many more would begin at where we
leave and the fight and strife would go on - both visibly and
invisibly” Thus wrote Bhagat Singh to the person who was the
Governor of Punjab at that point of time.

“What is to be seen in life is whether a man accomplished his
duties and tasks or notduring hislife time. The outcome, results,
benefits and consequences are all of secondary importance. To
do the right thing rightly at the right time is all that matters in
life. In our opinion, Bhagat Singh had unswerving resolve in his
ideals. Time and tide were apt for his action.”

Atheism - not a Crime

Bhagat Singh believed in himself - not in any God or Goddess.
Hence nothing was an act of god for him. Atheism is not a crime
by any law. Even if it is prohibited by a law sometime in the
world to come, it should hold no fear for us. Nobody would
be harmed by our atheist way of life. People have nothing to
lose by our disbelief. Besides we have resolved not to cause
discomfort of any sort to people by our being atheists.

We can’t help it if our atheist way of life causes unintentional
hurt. We must avoid hurting any individual, any community or
even people of any other country on earth, through our policy
of atheism. Let us be prepared to endure suffering but abstain
from intentionally inflicting physical or mental torture on
others. Our atheism should not lead to mutual recriminations
in society. As long as we do not harm others, we can lead our
life freely as staunch atheists, without any fear of intimidation.
Let us adhere to our personal principle of atheism with an
inexplicable sense of self-sacrifice. I have highlighted all these
because Bhagat Singh was an atheist throughout his life.

Class-Struggle

We know very well that untouchability cannot be eradicated
unless barriers such as upper caste and lower caste are
demolished. Similarly poverty in society cannot be eradicated
as long as two classes exist - one as the capitalist, ruling class
and the other as the working, labour class. True dawn of
socialism would break only when the dusk of class-struggle
falls. An absolute egalitarian society would be formed when
this happens. This was the belief of Bhagat Singh too.

Enviable End

If Bhagat Singh had taken ill and died, he would have just
been a handful of ash. But his death has paved another path
for people to reach ultimate equality and attain peace. We are
at a loss of the right words to acclaim his enviable death. We
wholeheartedly admire his meaningful life and death. He was
too young for the name and fame he earned. Not all can ever
earn them before the stage of autumn in their life.

Let it continue

Before concluding my write-up I urge upon the government to
carry on with their killing-spree. Let it short list atleast four
noble men like Bhagat Singh from every district and hang
them, so that our people wake-up from slumber as early as
possible. Brave hearts like Bhagat Singh do not perish. They
sprout up and pervade our memory.
