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Imperative with caste data

he four-member Commission headed by Justice Rohini was set up on
TOctober 2, 2017 under Section 340 of the Constitution to look into the

issue of sub-categorization among the other backward classes in the
Central List and the deadline was to give a report by 2nd January 2018.

After almost 6 years and 14 extensions, the Commission has finally submitted its
report to the Hon'ble President of India on 31.7.2023. Minister of State for Social
Justice Hon’ble Ramdas Athawale recently hinted that the Union Government
may implement the report before Lok Sabha polls due by May 2024.

The panel report assumes significance as the apex court has declined to stay the
publication of Bihar caste survey and many of the opposition parties as well as
NDA allies like RPI (Athawale) in favour of caste census.

The Commission, as per newspaper reports, estimates that in the last five
years, only 10 caste groups have reached one-fourth of the 27% OBC quota
beneficiaries. At a similar rate, 37 caste groups make up two-thirds and 100
count for three fourths. The remaining 2486 caste groups account for one-
fourth of the allotment matrix. The Commission’s estimates say that even in
these 2,486 castes, more than 1,000 of them are under-represented in the 27%
quota.

This information, published in The Economic Times dated 16-02-2021, does
not reveal any of the details required for acceptance.

There must be a logical rationale for linking the size of the proposed reservation
to a particular group, based on the size of the population and the backwardness
compared to the other three groups. There is no information on whether there
is any such data.

The Commission, headed by Justice Rohini, has been measuring the number of
castes in the backward class on the basis of population enumerated in Census
1931.

According to the Mandal Commission report, in 1931 the backward population
was 52 per cent.

Social justice can be achieved only by fully conducting a caste-wise census
and allocating seats to the backward on its basis and calculating caste-based
representation and dividing the reservation.

We need to find those who are the most backward among the other backward
classes and provide them with internal allocation. There is no alternative to
justice for those who are denied the opportunity.

But, without the relevant data, internal allocation would not be social justice
based on the details that existed 90 years ago.

It was not until 45 years after independence that an order was issued for
providing reservation of 27 per cent in employment for the backward classes
in the Union Government. The statistics show that even after 27 years, the
percentage of other backward classes in any sector has not reached 27 percent.
The government did not take any action to rectify this.

Now that the report is with the Government, it would be appropriate to allocate
reservation percentage to various castes by conducting a caste-wise census.
Only then, social justice can be ensured. B

he resolution passed by the Congress in

December 1920 recognising the existence of

issues between the Non-Brahmins and the

Brahmins and the necessity for settling those
disputes was a great landmark in the annals of Indian
history. It was part of the resolution that exhorted the
Hindus and Muslims to settle their differences too. The
Congressmen, in that meeting, had wisely drafted the
resolution that the demand for settling the disputes
between Brahmins and Non-Brahmins was mooted not
by the Congressmen as a whole but only by the Hindu
delegates of that session of the Congress.

And, they exhorted the Hindu religious heads to take
steps to reform Hinduism in the matter of its treatment
of its suppressed classes. The resolution read: “.... this
Congress calls upon public associations to advance
Hindu-Muslim unity and the Hindu delegates of this
Congress call upon the leading Hindus to settle all
disputes between Brahmins and Non-Brahmins,
wherever they may be existing,
and to make special effort to
rid Hinduism of the reproach of
untouchability, and respectfully
urges the religious heads to help
the growing desire to reform
Hinduism in the matter of its
_ treatment of suppressed classes”.

But the Chaturvarna protagonists who, under the
leadership of Tories like B.G. Tilak, opposed vehemently
any step by the Congress that would eradicate the caste
system, and were ready even to indulge in violence for
that purpose, and threatened openly that they would
burn the pandal of the Congress Meet to prevent
discussion on social reforms in the pre-1920 period
(Page 51- B.R. Ambedkar -The politics of emancipation-
A.M.Rajasekhariah), saw to it that the issues between the
Brahmins and Non-Brahmins were not even discussed
during the subsequent sessions of the Congress but
were disowned, in effect, by the Congress.
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Untouchability resides in and starts
from sanctum-sanctorum

While the issues between the Hindus and the Muslims
had been repeatedly brought for discussion in every
annual meet of the Congress even before 1920, it did
not reach the stage of resolution then because of the
pressure from Chaturvarna elements. What happened
in December 1920 was a great open-minded step taken
by the Congress to build fraternity among Indians when
they were fighting for independence.

But that open mind became closed once again and
the call to the Brahmins and Non-Brahmins was not
repeated after 1920 in any other subsequent INC
meeting because of the pressure from and manipulation
by the fundamentalists who wanted the Varna system
to continue forever. Such a manipulation in support of
the Chaturvarna system within the Congress, resulted
in many staunch Non-Brahmin Congressmen, like
Periyar, breaking away from the Congress. Once again,
the Congress became the citadel of the Brahmins and
pursued its original aim of Brahmanical empowerment,
to establish Brahmanical imperialism in the post-
independent India. It was then the Communal G.O. of
1921 came to be passed, in Madras Presidency only, as
an outcome of the Non-Brahmin Manifesto of 1916 and
in the light of the aforesaid resolution by the Congress in
December 1920.

Monopoly in public services in 1913

In Madras Presidency, at that time, the people belonging
to only one Varna monopolized the whole of educational,
political and administrative opportunities and the status
of other communities was that of backwardness. Sir
Alexander Cardew, Member of the Madras Governor’s
Executive Council, gave evidence before the Public
Service Commission in 1913 in a detailed manner the
relative position of the people of various varnas. The
monopoly was to the extent of 90% of the positions in
public services in different fields, as per his deposition.

But, even after the introduction of the communal
representation in government appointments in 1921,
the Congress did not want to discuss the basic points of
dispute that existed between the Brahmins and the Non-
Brahmins. Not because the issues between the two had
been solved, but, because the Brahmins did not want to
solve those issues. And, they did not want to solve those
issues, because they knew it was only those issues which
gave them the status of ‘high-borns’ with the consequent
power to insult, enslave and exploit the Non-Brahmins.

As aresult, the issues, the factum of whose existence was
recognised and admitted by the Congress, officially, in
its resolution in December 1920, remain unresolved till
date and continue to play havoc, preventing the entire
Indian society from evolving itself to be a civilized one.

Even the problem of untouchability, which was given
special stress in the resolution of 1920, has not been
solved till date, in spite of Art. 17 of the Constitution.
In fact, that problem of untouchability is still alive and
kicking because its core remains alive and protected in
the sanctum sanctorum of the temples, into which the
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Non-Brahmins are denied entry on the ground that their
access to the deity would pollute the deity. All the Non-
Brahmins are, thus, ‘Untouchables’ as on date, by law.
The very concept of Theendal invented and practiced
by the Brahmins until a century ago, would prove that
they treated, traditionally, all the Non-Brahmins as
untouchables. Theendal necessitated a Pulaya to keep
himself 64 steps away, Eezhava 12 feet away and Nairs
3 to 4 feet away, from the Brahmins. Untouchability
and apartheid were and are, thus, against all the Non-
Brahmins as a whole. It is because of that policy of
apartheid that the concept of superiority of Brahmins by
birth is kept protected and preserved till date.

Apartheid perpetuated through Art. 26

Indian Constitution framed by a Drafting Committee
(with Brahmin majority of 4/6) says, in Art. 17 that
untouchability stands “abolished and its practice in
any form is forbidden”. But, the fact is that the concept
of untouchability has been given divine sanction
through Art. 26, which had been framed at the instance
of Sankaracharya of Kanchi who used Agnihotram
Thathacariyar as his messenger to manipulate matters
through the members of the Constituent Assembly and
the Drafting Committee (Ref: The Prophet of our Age -
written by Agnihotram Thathachariar).

The problem of untouchability can, now, be solved only
when the reformin Hinduism starts from the top, i.e., from
the sanctum sanctorum of the temple, by universalising
the priesthood in all the temples in which Brahmins
alone officiate as priests. “It was observed that the basis
of untouchability was religion and the only place in
which to attack it was the temple, the symbol and centre
of religious life of the towns and villages..... the denial to
the polluting castes of the right of temple entry has been
the cause of much agitation and irritation. The right of
temple entry was regarded as the key position in the
effort to remove the wider disability of untouchability.
(L.A. Krishna Iyer - Page 128 - The Travancore Tribes
and Castes Vol. I - Oriental Research Library).

Art. 17 is, therefore, of no use, at all, when Art. 26
protects the concept of untouchability and perpetuates
the Chaturvarna system and the consequent policy of
apartheid. Hindu religion can see real reform only when
the priesthood is universalised and the Non-Brahmins
are allowed to officiate as priests in all the temples in
which Brahmins alone officiate as priests. Reservation
in public services was and is only an initial gesture to
evolve a casteless society, by identifying the people
bitten by the Chaturvarna system and administering
medicine to them. Undoing the Varna classification and
conferring social status on the basis of one’s Varna is an
abominable and despicable racial crime.

Until the issues which caused a resolution to be passed
by the Congress Committee in December 1920 remain
unsolved and until there remains Varna balkanisation in
priesthood within the Hindu fold, there is no honesty in
the talk of the Uniform Civil Code for the people all the
religions in India.

“One nation, one Civil Code” is an empty rhetoric, when
the Varna remain four and the Sanatanis continue to
enforce Apartheid in the guise of religion, defying the
Congress resolution of 1920. m
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Graded Inequality - An Injustice

[ have chosen the complex inequality structure as my
topic for this conference. The unjustified ‘Varnashrama’
has discriminated and divided people as Brahmins,
Kshatriyas, Vysyas, Sudras and Panchamas. Who is
superior to whom and who is inferior to whom, are
confusing puzzles. Besides discussing them, we must
also analyse the concept of untouchability.

Not Relevant

In our country it is only in the Hindu religion that
untouchability is prevalent. Avoiding sight, talk,
proximity and touch is untouchability. This injustice is
not confined to touch alone but other sorts of contact
too. The Vedas, scriptures, manusmriti, mythologies
and traditional conventions are cited as the basis of
untouchability, by different people. The words used for
these five classifications are alien to Tamil language. The
entire gradation has its foundation in Manu Dharma
Shastra (code of laws) and it is totally irrelevant to the
Tamil population. The characteristics assigned to the
people of each grade do not match us at all in any way.
And yet we have been calling ourselves ‘Sudras’ blindly
accepting the stigma.

Complex Definitions

Manusmriti defines ‘Sudra’ as one who has been sold as a
slave, defeated in a battle and enslaved, a commodity for
exchange in slavery and illegitimate by birth. It defines
him in three other ways too which are as nauseating
as the four cited. We have been accepting all the seven
definitions and calling ourselves ‘Sudras’ belittling
ourselves.

The definitions for ‘Panchamas’ too are unconvincing and
baseless. Cobblers, washermen, barbers, elavas and some
other downtrodden groups come under this term. People
of all the four grades above them have been treating this
fifth group as untouchables.

We have also been belittling the panchamas but in my
opinion, we Sudras are infact inferior to them if we
analyse logically. The fanatics who fabricated graded
inequality call us illegitimate, born of whores and
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concubines. Hence, in a sense Sudra people of low birth
are certainly inferior to Panchamas. Don’t you agree :
with me my dear comrades? Therefore, being called
a ‘Panchama’ would make me much more happy than
being called a ‘Sudra’. If an illicit relationship had given
us life, then in the structure of inequality, we belong to

the lowest grade, don’'t we?

Mutual Recriminations

Not bothered about our own disgrace, we have been
